FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK DESDE EL ESCRITORIO DEL PASTOR 

    17th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
     The Gospels of Matthew, Mark and Luke 
all describe what Jesus said and did at the Last 
Supper.  They all say that he took bread and 
wine and said that they were his Body and 
Blood, and then told all present to continue to 
repeat what he said and did in his memory. 
     However, from the very beginning, there 
were questions about what he really meant 
when he pronounced those words.  To this 
very day, some churches believe that Jesus  
isn’t really present in his body and blood, but 
that he is just symbolically present and that 
we are just remembering what happened at the 
Last Supper.   

+ 
     For this last week of July and for all of  
August, our Gospel comes from the Sixth 
Chapter of John’s Gospel.  John does not say 
what Jesus said and did at the Last Supper as 
Matthew, Mark and Luke did, but he dedicates 
this whole long chapter to explain how Jesus 
is not just symbolically present, but REALLY 
PRESENT IN HIS BODY AND BLOOD.

     In today’s Responsorial Psalm we repeat in 
the refrain, “The hand of the Lord feeds us; he 
answers all our needs.”   Yes, it declares that 
God provides food. 
     In today’s first reading, the prophet Elisha 
provides food for a hundred people with only 
twenty barley loaves; in our Gospel Jesus 
multiplies five barley loaves and two fish to 
feed over five thousand.  God multiplied what 
was offered in both of these crowds of people 
and can certainly multiply what we offer him 
as we seek his blessing. 

     The Gospel mentions that    

Jesus gives thanks before he  
multiplies and distributes the 
bread.  It would be a fitting     

custom for us to always stop and give thanks 
before we eat what is before us, whether in 

the privacy of our own home or in public.  

17  ̊Domingo en Tiempo Ordinario 
     Los Evangelios de Mateo, Marcos y Lucas 
describen lo que Jesús dijo e hizo en la Última 
Cena.  Todos dicen que tomó pan y vino y dijo 
que eran su Cuerpo y Sangre, y luego les dijo a 
todos los presentes que siguieran repitiendo lo 
que dijo e hizo en su memoria. 
     Sin embargo, desde el principio, hubo      
preguntas sobre lo que realmente quería decir 
cuando pronunció esas palabras.  Hasta el día de 
hoy, algunas iglesias creen que Jesús no está 
realmente presente en su cuerpo y sangre, sino 
que solo está presente simbólicamente y que  
solo estamos recordando lo que sucedió en la 
Última Cena.

     Durante esta última semana de julio y para 
todo el mes de agosto, nuestro Evangelio       
proviene del capítulo sexto del Evangelio de 
Juan.  Juan no dice lo que Jesús dijo e hizo en la 
Última Cena como lo hicieron Mateo, Marcos  
y Lucas, sino que dedica todo este largo         
capítulo  a explicar cómo Jesús no solo está 
simbólicamente presente, sino REALMENTE 
PRESENTE EN SU CUERPO Y SANGRE. 

+ 
     En el salmo responsorial de hoy repetimos 
en el estribillo: "La mano del Señor nos alimen-
ta; Él responde a todas nuestras necesidades".   
Sí, declara que Dios proporciona alimento. 
     En la primera lectura de hoy, el profeta     
Eliseo da de comer a cien personas con solo 
veinte panes de cebada; en nuestro Evangelio 
Jesús multiplica cinco panes de cebada y dos 
peces para alimentar a más de cinco mil.  Dios 
multiplicó lo que se ofrecía en estas dos        
multitudes de personas y ciertamente puede 

multiplicar lo que le ofrecemos      
a medida que buscamos su        
bendición. 
     El Evangelio menciona que    

Jesús da gracias antes de multiplicar y distribuir 
el pan.  Sería una costumbre apropiada para   
nosotros siempre detenernos y dar gracias antes 
de comer lo que tenemos delante, ya sea en la 
privacidad de nuestra propia casa o en público.
